
Dr. Glenn E. Rickert
February 22, 1914 - February 10, 2010

Dr. Glenn E. Rickert, age 95, Clear Creek Township, Huntington, died at 4:45
a.m. Wednesday (February 10, 2010) at Norwood Health and Rehabilitation
Center in Huntington. 

 

Dr. Rickert was a Huntington optometrist. He held a number of U.S. patents
and published a book involving the near-death experience. 

 

He attended Huntington College, the Juilliard Institute of Music in New York
City, Heidelberg College, and the University of California in Los Angeles. He
graduated from Ohio State University and remained there for a time as a
research associate. 

 

During World War II, he served in the United States Army and was attached to
the 204 General Hospital on the island of Guam in the South Pacific. 

 

He was born February 22, 1914, in Huntington, to William and Ella (Henline)
Rickert. He married L. Louise Goff on April 21, 1935, in Huntington, who
survives. Also surviving is a son Roger Rickert of Huntington. A sister Letha
Dumbauld, and a brother Robert Rickert, preceded him in death.
