His love for working on Airstream
travel trailers started with Howard Herron. Lincoln worked part-time in parts
and service. He was active in Masonic Lodge 195 of Roanoke, was Past
Master, also active in Mizpah Shrine, Scottish Rite, and attended Emmanuel



Community Church. He enjoyed China painting, stained-glass work, and
salmon fishing, and loved spending his winters in Texas.
