Russell was born on March 31, 1928 in Huntington, IN, the son of Bruce
Buzzard and Mae (Martin) Buzzard. He graduated from Huntington High
School with the Class of 1946 High School and married Mary Ellen Frewer on
March 31, 1951 in Huntington, IN. She preceded him in death on January 15,
2016. He was a Veteran of the United States Army where he served in the
Korean War. Russell entered Ministry in 1988. He was the Pastor for
Washington Center United Methodist Church and was Pastor for Whitley
County, Pilchers Chapel United Methodist Church and Pleasant Grove United
Methodist Church.
